I.

A.  REVIEW POLICY AND PROCEDURE MANUAL: Jim Carlson said we are supposed to review the manual on a yearly basis.  He asked that the staff review it and make suggested changes at the next meeting.  Debbie Roberts said the EMS portion is outdated and there are several items that need to be added. There was discussion about getting a credit card for Debbie Roberts.  Browning will check with the bank to find out what we need to do.

Josh Evans said they've talked about it in the past.  The policy manual states there is an assistant chief position, and we don't have anyone currently.  He said with everything that Don Evans does for the district, he would like to have him be the assistant chief. Jim Carlson made a motion to hire Don Evans as the Assistant Chief.  Tom Pottratz seconded the motion; all commissioners voted yes.  Jim Carlson made a motion to pay Don Evans and Debbie Roberts $1500 a year, payable twice a year.  Tom Pottratz seconded the motion; all commissioners voted yes.

PRESENTATION OF VOUCHERS, WARRANTS, FINANCIAL STATEMENTS AND REPORTS: Tom Pottratz made a motion to pay EFT vouchers and payroll vouchers 22502 to 22506 for $1,611.00 and vouchers 22507 to 22509 for $1,367.16 for December 31, 2020 and vouchers 22510 through 22512 for $3,402.84 for January 14, 2021. Dave Krell seconded the motion; all commissioners voted yes.
